Message from Fr Andrew - 27 January 2021 
 
Dear Sisters and Brothers 
 
As we passed the shocking milestone of 
100,000 of our fellow citizens having died following a positive test result for COVID-19 this week, we must 
redouble our efforts to look after ourselves and one another as best we can.  Our Churches are as safe as they 
can be, and I would like to thank the stewards for their hard work in ensuring that as many parishioners as 
possible are able to celebrate Mass in person in all four parish Churches.

I would also like to thank Canon Geoffrey for his ministry as your Parish Priest, and I know 
that you will pray for him as he continues to make steady progress and begins a new ministry assisting Canon 
Eddy Jarosz in the Parish of Ss Peter & Paul in Lincoln.
