Preparation for the Jubilee Year 2025 
Pope Francis has asked the Church to look again at some of 
the documents of the Second Vatican Council.  Nottingham 
Deanery is hosting a series of talks, open to all, and present-
ed by specialists in each Constitution: 
• Fr Guy Nicholls, Monday 2nd October, at Our Lady of 

Perpetual Succour parish hall, Bulwell, NG6 9ES, speak-
ing about Sacrosanctum Concilium, the constitution 
about the liturgy;  

• Fr Richard Ounsworth, Wednesday 18th October, at 
Sacred Heart community centre, Carlton, NG4 1FP, 
speaking about Dei Verbum, the constitution about 
scripture;

John the Evangelist parish hall, Stapleford, NG9 7BT, 
speaking about Gaudium et Spes, the constitution about 
the Church in the world; 

• Bishop Patrick, Thursday 30th November, at Our Lady 
and St Patrick in the Meadows’ parish hall, The Mead-
ows, NG2 1JQ, speaking about Lumen Gentium, the 
constitution about the Church

pm.  All are very welcome to come and hear more about 
these documents which are central to our faith. 
 

Canon’s Catechism  
 

Can the Church err in matters of faith? 
The major aim of Jesus’ teaching ministry was to lay the necessary foundations for the establishment of the Catholic 
Church.  To this end he spent many hours teaching and preparing his disciples, both in private and in public to be the 
future leaders of the Church he would establish.  He also gave them certain assurances that they would be guided in 
their leadership role by the Holy Spirit.  He said “When the Spirit of truth comes, he will lead you into all truth.”  (John 
16: 13). And also “I will send you the Spirit of truth.  When this Helper has come from the Father, he will be my witness, 
and you too will be my witnesses, for you have been with me from the beginning.”  These assurances were given in a 
particular way to the future apostles, because of their teaching role, and not to all Jesus’ followers.  It is true that individ-
ual Church leaders, even perhaps a bishop or even a pope, and other individual members of the Church can stray from 
the truth, but the Church as a whole has been given certain guarantees that the Holy Spirit will not allow it to fall into 
error in matters of faith or morals.  St Timothy in his first letter, which is part of the inspired word of God, refers to the 
Church as “The pillar and foundation of the truth.”  (1 Tim. 3:15)  Therefore, holy Scripture itself tells us where the 
truth is to be found - in the Church.  This same Church today, guided by the Holy Spirit, teaches the truth of Christ.  We 
can therefore turn to the Catholic Church for guidance in what we must believe, and how we must live.  In doing so, we 
place our faith, not in mere human beings, but in the divine guidance of the Holy Spirit.
