“There was no room for them in the inn”. Prayerful reflection over these words has highlighted an inner parallel between this
saying and the profound]y moving words from St John’s Prologue: “He came to his own home, and his own people received
him not” (1:11). For the Saviour of the world, for him in whom all things were created (Col 1.16) there was no room. “Foxes
have holes, and birds of the air have nests; buf the Son of Man has no where fo lay his head.” (Mt 8.20). He who was cruci-
fied outside the city (Heb 13:12) also came info the world outside the city. This should cause us fo reflect - it points fowards
the reversal of values found in the figure of Jesus Christ and his message. From the moment of his birth, he belongs outside
the realm of what is important and powerful in worldly ferms. Yet it is this unimportant and powerless child who proves fo
