Stained Glass Windows

If you look around the Church you will
notice stained glass windows to honour
the silver jubilee (behind the altar) and
the golden jubilee (the rose window) of
the Church.

In due course designs would be exhibit-~
ed and people could vote for the ones
they like. These would then be sent to
professional stained glass designers
who would work with them to prepare
a final design.
