On Thursday 1st May, Bishop Malcolm became Archbishop Malcolm of Liver-
pool and the Diocese of Nottingham is now vacant (sede vacante). The gov-
ernance of the Diocese now devolves to the College of Consultors a group of
eight senior priests of the Diocese. Their first task will be to elect a Diocesan
Administrator and this should happen within the next week or so. If you are
%interested in learning more about what the role of a Diocesan Administrator
involves there is a full description on the Diocesan Website. Meanwhile the ¢
Apostolic Nuncio (the Pope’s representative in the UK) will begin the process
which will lead to the appointment of a new Bishop of Nottingham. Based on
what has happened in other Dioceses in England and Wales recently this pro-
cess could last a year or even longer. We can all be involved in this process
above all by our prayers.

One of the comments made by one
of the committees was that the sym-
metry of the back wall will now be bro-~
ken. Therefore it would seem that there
may be scope to restore the symmetry
by further windows on the occasion of
other significant Jubilees! But perhaps
that is a project for future generations .
