First Reading                                                                                Genesis 22:1-2.9-13.15-18 
God put Abraham to the test. Abraham, Abraham he called. Here I am he replied. Take 
your son, God said your only child Isaac, whom you love, and go to the land of Moriah. 
There you shall offer him as a burnt offering, on a mountain I will point out to you.  
When they arrived at the place God had pointed out to him, Abraham built an altar there 
and arranged the wood. Then he stretched out his hand and seized the knife to kill his 
son.  But the angel of the Lord called to him from heaven. Abraham, Abraham he said. I 
am here he replied. Do not raise your hand against the boy the angel said. Do not harm 
him, for now I know you fear God. You have not refused me your son, your only son. 
Then looking up, Abraham saw a ram caught by its horns in a bush. Abraham took the 
ram and offered it as a burnt-offering in place of his son.  The angel of the Lord called 
Abraham a second time from heaven.

Gospel Reading                                                                                                    Mark 9:2-10 
Jesus took with him Peter and James and John and led them up a high mountain where 
they could be alone by themselves. There in their presence he was transfigured: his 
clothes became dazzlingly white, whiter than any earthly bleacher could make them. Eli-
jah appeared to them with Moses; and they were talking with Jesus. Then Peter spoke to 
Jesus. 'Rabbi,' he said 'it is wonderful for us to be here; so let us make three tents, one for 
you, one for Moses and one for Elijah.' He did not know what to say; they were so fright-
ened. And a cloud came, covering them in shadow; and there came a voice from the 
cloud, 'This is my Son, the Beloved. Listen to him.' Then suddenly, when they looked 
round, they saw no one with them any more but only Jesus. 
As they came down from the mountain he warned them to tell no one what they had seen, 
until after the Son of Man had risen from the dead. They observed the warning faithfully, 
though among themselves they discussed what 'rising from the dead' could mean.

Fasting and Abstinence 
On Ash Wednesday, our foreheads are 
marked with ash, reminding us that, 
“you are dust and to dust you shall re-
turn” (Gn 3:19).  In order to help us 
focus on Christ’s self-sacrifice and more 
eagerly celebrate his Resurrection, the 
Church asks us to practise a certain 
amount of self-denial during Lent.  
Christians who are in good health 
should eat just one whole meal on Ash 
Wednesday and Good Friday.  We 
should also refrain from meat on those 
days.  During the whole forty days, we 
might consider giving up or consuming 
less of something we like; chocolate, 
alcohol.  Better still, we might devote 
some of our precious time to prayer or 
visiting the sick and lonely.  In compari-
son with the sacrifice of Christ, our rela-
tively small sacrifices, if done in the 
right spirit, will enable us to make a 
more loving response to God.
